Common Factors

A common factor is a factor
of 2 or more numbers.

e.g. 3 is a common factor of 6 and 15.

Factors of 6

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Common Multiples
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Prime Numbers

A natural number greater than 1 with no
divisors other than 1 and itself.

Remember these facts about Prime Numbers!
There are no even numbers except 2.
There are no prime numbers ending in 5, except 5.

The digits can't add up to 3 except 3 (digital root).
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
